OLCF Issues List for Ron at SF
To address during SoftwareUpgrade (Aug 24-25)
1) Need to remove “San Francisco” as the default city in the Domino pages used by treasurers and check the other defaults.
2) Report Issues – Chris Everman has several questions with the OLCF reports.  Can we get documentation regarding what these reports are intended to do?  When Chris has tested them they don’t seem to work.
3) Sacramento needs to keep a log of the FPPC filings.  The system has reports to run, but they have too much information.  It is confusing to have both the electronic and paper versions listed because it looks like two reports were filed instead of one.  The City would like to be able to modify the reports or create their own.

4) Amendment due dates:  There is no due date for amendments but the system will assign it the due date of the original filing.  If an amendment is filed a year after it was first due, it will show on the log as being 360 days late.  Can that field be removed from the report for amendments (tied to #3)?

5) Some of the search parameters on ‘Advanced Search’ have never worked correctly.  Will all of this be replaced with the new .net search screens?
6) Data input – Forms – 496, 497, 465, and 461. What documentation and/or assistance can we receive on these forms
7) Does not appear that the Lotus Notes mail-back feature is working

8) The City needs a process to delete (Archive) records older than 2 years. Can this be addressed during upgrade?
9) Need to delete Notes and Access databases that are no longer being used. Want to simplify Lotus Notes use.

10) Some of the “460” filings have the date displayed on web as 1 day past submitted date and date listed on the paper forms submitted.  This problem has self-corrected the next day.  Do you know the cause of this and can it be corrected?
11) Year drop down on the “current” advanced search screen needs to be updated.  I believe that this will be corrected with the .net upgrade to the advanced search function/  Is this correct?
12) When using "Phonetic" OLCF search screen, when you try to select a committee name from the drop down list it does not work.  It does seem to work on the other screens.  (The City rarely uses this feature so I don't know how long it has been a problem.)
13) A public user was having trouble with the Advanced search screen.  The clear function did not seem to work and he was not getting the correct results when he used Netscape.   When he tried it with Explorer, it worked.  Do you have a list of supported browsers and versions for OLCF?
14)  New Search Screens on SF website
a. On the Detail Transaction Search page, when you choose, "Records for a RANGE OF FILING PERIODS the printed directions say to 'enter only the end dates of the reporting periods of interest' but the correct directions are to 'enter the beginning and end dates'.
b. On the Detail Transaction Search page, when you choose, "Records for a SINGLE DATE", no records are returned. It appears to be passing the “current date” rather than the date the user puts into the field.
c. From the main menu one of the choices is "Summary / Cover Search".  This link takes you to the "Summary Search" page but there is no reference to doing a search for cover pages.   The Summary Search page and the next two screens should be renamed "Summary and Cover Page Search" so users who want information from a cover page will know they are in the right place and encourage them to persevere.
d. Sometimes, I got a server error (attached) when using the HOME button and when clicking on a Committee Name while doing a summary search.  Other times they worked fine.
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
