TERMS RELATED TO BIDDING

1. WHEN BIDS ARE DUE; BID OPENING PROCEDURES

Bids must be delivered before time set for bid opening.  Bids will be opened by Purchasing at the hour and place stated in the ad in the presence of bidders who attend, and bid prices will be read upon request as time permits. Bidders may inspect the bids after award.

2. ALTERNATES

When the name of a manufacturer, brand or make, with or without model number, is used in describing any item in this document, bids for similar articles will be considered unless otherwise stated.  Purchasing shall be the sole judge as to whether such alternate articles are acceptable.  Unless bidder states to the contrary, articles offered will be assumed to be the specific articles named in this document.  If not offering the specific article named, bidder should enclose with its bid full information, specifications and descriptive data on items offered.  Purchasing reserves the right to permit deviations from the specifications if any article offered is substantially in accord with Purchasing’s specifications and is deemed by Purchasing to be of as good quality and as fully satisfactory for its intended use, Bidder is responsible for identifying any deviations from Purchasing’s specifications.

3.
ARTICLES FURNISHED

Articles and services must comply with applicable laws, ordinances and other legal requirements, including (among others) the Cal-OSHA regulations in Title 8 of the Calif. Code of Regulations and, for electrical products, Articles 89-6 and 90-71 of the S.F. Electrical Code.  In addition, if an electrical item has not been tested by a lab approved by City’s Dept. of Public Works (DPW), Contractor will so notify the requesting department before delivery by writing the department at the “Deliver to” address on the front of the Purchase Order.  Approved testing labs are:  American Gas Assn.; Applied Research Labs; Electro-Test, Inc.; ETS Testing Labs; Factory Mutual Research; Gas and Mechanical Lab; Underwriters Labs.  When a non-tested item is delivered, the department will request approval from DPW.  If the department is unable to obtain approval, City reserves the right to cancel the transaction and return the item to Contractor, at no charge to City.

4.
PLACE OF MANUFACTURE

No article furnished shall have been made in prison or by convict labor, except, for articles purchased for use by City’s detention facilities.

5.
CONDITION OF ARTICLE

Articles offered and furnished must be new and previously unused, and of manufacturer’s latest model, unless otherwise specified herein.

6.
SAMPLES

Articles offered as equal to “City sample” must fully conform thereto; “City samples” may be inspected at the place designated by Purchasing.  Samples must be furnished as required in this document.  Those submitted by successful bidders may be retained for testing or checked against deliveries, in which case allowance will be made to Contractor.  Each sample shall be plainly marked in a durable manner with the name of the bidder, the contract proposal number, and the item number.  Submitted sample will be deemed to be exactly what bidder proposes to furnish unless otherwise clearly indicated by the bidder in writing with the submittal of the sample.  Sufficiency of sample will be determined by Purchasing.  Do not enclose sample with bid, and do not wrap bid in package with sample.

7.
FOB Point

F.O.B. destination in San Francisco, freight prepaid and allowed.

8.
PRICE LIST DISCOUNTS

When bids are based on prices from a catalog or price list, bidder shall furnish copies of the catalog or price list as required herein.  Contractor shall furnish additional lists as required. Bids will be considered for price lists offered other than specified provided the alternate price list can be readily compared on an overall basis with the specified price list.  Bidder’s price list discounts must remain firm during the term of the contract.

9.
BIDDING ON SEPARATE ITEMS AND IN THE AGGREGATE

Bidders may bid separately for any item unless otherwise provided.  Bidders may make an offer on one, some or all items, unless otherwise provided

10.
PRICES

Prices quoted must be fixed except as otherwise specified in this document.  Any bid requiring receipt of order in less than 30 days will be unacceptable unless otherwise specified herein.

11.
AWARDS; REJECTION OF BIDS

Purchasing may make awards on one, some or all items in a bid.  Purchasing reserves the right to reject any and all bids.

12.
CASH DISCOUNTS; TERMS OF PAYMENT (Commodities and Equipment Only)

Cash discount (discount for prompt payment) will be taken into consideration in determining the low bid under the following conditions:

a. Discount period must be at least 30 days.

Example:  “1%, 30 days. Net 31.”

b. The maximum cash payment discount that will be considered when determining the lowest

bid will be 2%.

c.
The discount period will start upon date of completion or delivery of all items on any Purchase 

Order or other authorization certified by Controller, or upon date of receipt of properly prepared invoices covering such deliveries, whichever is later.

d.
Payment is deemed to be made, for the purpose of earning the discount, on the date of

mailing the City’s check.

Whether or not the discount is taken into consideration in determining the low bid, it will be deducted from the invoice amount in accordance with the provisions of “c.” and “d.” above, unless otherwise provided by bidder.  No additional charge shall accrue against City in the event that City does not make payment within any time specified by bidder.

13.
SUNSHINE ORDINANCE

In accordance with Sec. 67.24(e) of the San Francisco Administrative Code, contracts, contractors’ bids, responses to RFPs and all other records of communications between City and persons or firms seeking contracts shall be open to inspection immediately after a contract has been awarded.  Nothing in this provision requires the disclosure of a private person’s or organization’s net worth or other proprietary financial data submitted for qualification for a contract or other benefit until and unless that person or organization is awarded the contract or benefit.  Information provided which is covered by this paragraph will be made available to the public upon request.

TERMS RELATED TO THE CONTRACT

14.
INSPECTION

All articles supplied shall be subject to inspection and rejection by Purchasing or any department official responsible for inspection.

15.
CONTRACT INTERPRETATION; CHOICE OF LAW/VENUE; ASSIGNMENT

Should any questions arise as to the meaning and intent of the contract, the matter shall be referred to Purchasing, who shall decide the true meaning and intent of the contract.  This contract shall be deemed to be made in, and shall be construed in accordance with the laws of, the State of California; the venue for all claims arising out of this contract shall be in San Francisco.  This contract may be assigned only with the written approval of Purchasing.

16.
HOLD HARMLESS AND INDEMNIFICATION

Contractor shall indemnify and save harmless City and its officers, agents and employees from, and, if requested, shall defend them against any and all loss, cost, damage, injury, liability, and claims thereof for injury to or death of a person, including employees of Contractor or loss of or damage to property, arising directly or indirectly from Contractor’s performance of this Contract, including but not limited to, the use of Contractor’s facilities or equipment provided by City or others, regardless of the negligence of, and regardless of whether liability without fault is imposed or sought to be imposed on City, except to the extent that such indemnity is void or otherwise unenforceable under applicable law in effect on or validly retroactive to the date of this Contract, and except where such loss, damage, injury, liability or claim is the result of the active negligence or willful misconduct of City and is not contributed to by any act of, or by any omission to perform some duty imposed by law or agreement on Contractor, its subcontractors or either’s agent or employee.  The foregoing indemnity shall include, without limitation, reasonable fees of attorneys, consultants and experts and related costs and City’s costs of investigating any claims against the City.

In addition to Contractor’s obligation to indemnify City, Contractor specifically acknowledges and agrees that it has an immediate and independent obligation to defend City from any claim which actually or potentially falls within this indemnification provision, even if the allegations are or may be groundless, false or fraudulent, which obligation arises at the time such claim is tendered to Contractor by City and continues at all times thereafter.

Contractor shall indemnify and hold City harmless from all loss and liability, including attorney’s fees, court costs and all other litigation expenses for any infringement of patent rights, copyright, trade secret or any other proprietary right or trademark, and all other intellectual property claims of any person or persons in consequences of the use by City, or any of its officers or agents, of articles or services to be supplied in the performance of this Contract.

17.
FAILURE TO DELIVER

If Contractor fails to deliver an article or service of the quality, in the manner or within the time called for by this contract, such article or service may be bought from any source by Purchasing and if a greater price than the contract price be paid, the excess price will be charged to and collected from Contractor or sureties on its bond if bond has been required.

18.
BUDGET AND FISCAL PROVISIONS

This Contract is subject to the budget and fiscal provisions of City’s Charter.  Charges will accrue only after prior written authorization certified by the Controller, and the amount of City’s obligation hereunder shall not at any time exceed the amount certified for the purpose and period stated in such advance authorization.

This Contract will terminate without penalty, liability or expense of any kind to City at the end of any fiscal year if funds are not appropriated for the next succeeding fiscal year.  If funds are appropriated for a portion of the fiscal year, this Contract will terminate, without penalty, liability or expense of any kind at the end of the term for which funds are appropriated.

City has no obligation to make appropriations for this Contract in lieu of appropriations for new or other agreements.  City budget decisions are subject to the discretion of the Mayor and the Board of Supervisors.  Contractor’s assumption of risk of possible non-appropriation is part of the consideration for this Contract.

19.
DEFAULT; REMEDIES

On and after any event of default, City shall have the right to exercise its legal and equitable remedies, including, without limitation, the right to terminate this Contract or to seek specific performance of all or any part of this Contract.  In addition, City shall have the right (but no obligation) to cure (or cause to be cured) on behalf of Contractor any event of default. Contractor shall pay to City on demand all costs and expenses incurred by City in effecting such cure, with interest thereon from the date of incurrence at the maximum rate then permitted by law.  City shall have the right to offset from any amounts due to Contractor under this Contract or any other contract between City and Contractor all damages, losses, costs or expenses incurred by City as a result of such event of default and any liquidated damages due from Contractor pursuant to the terms of this Contract or any other contract.

All remedies provided for in this Contract may be exercised individually or in combination with any other remedy available hereunder or under applicable laws, rules and regulations.  The exercise of any remedy shall not preclude or in any way be deemed to waive any other remedy.

20.
TERMINATION FOR CONVENIENCE

City shall have the option, in its sole discretion, to terminate this Agreement, at any time during the term hereof, for convenience and without cause.  City shall exercise this option by giving Contractor written notice of termination.  The notice shall specify the date on which termination shall become effective.

In no event shall City be liable for costs incurred by Contractor or any of its subcontractors after the termination date specified by City.

21. GUARANTEED MAXIMUM COSTS

a. The City’s obligation hereunder shall not at any time exceed the amount certified by the 

Controller for the purpose and period stated in such certification.

b. Except as may be provided by City ordinances governing emergency conditions, the City and 

its employees and officers are not authorized to request Contractor to perform services or to provide materials, equipment and supplies that would result in Contractor performing services or providing materials, equipment and supplies that are beyond the scope of the services, materials, equipment and supplies agreed upon in the contract unless the agreement is amended in writing and approved as required by law to authorize the additional services, materials, equipment or supplies.  The City is not required to reimburse Contractor for services, materials, equipment or supplies that are provided by Contractor which are beyond the scope of the services, materials, equipment and supplies agreed upon in the contract and which were not approved by a written amendment to the agreement having been lawfully executed by the City.

-
c. The City and its employees and officers are not authorized to offer or promise to Contractor

additional funding for the contract which would exceed the maximum amount of funding provided for in the contract for Contractor’s performance under the contract.  Additional funding for the contract in excess of the maximum provided in the contract shall require lawful approval and certification by the Controller of the City.  The City is not required to honor any offered or promised additional funding for a contact which exceeds the maximum provided in the contract which requires lawful approval and certification of the Controller when the lawful approval and certification by the Controller has not been obtained.

d.
Controller is not authorized to make payments on any contract for which funds have not

been certified as available in the budget or by supplemental appropriation.

22.
TAXES

a.
Payment of any taxes, including possessory interest taxes and California sales and use

taxes, levied upon or as a result of this Contract, or the services delivered pursuant hereto, shall be the obligation of Contractor.

b.
Contractor recognizes and understands that this Contract may create a “possessory

interest” for property tax purposes.  Generally, such a possessory interest is not created unless the Contract entitles the Contractor to possession, occupancy, or use of City property for private gain.  If such a possessory interest is created, then the following shall apply:

(1) Contractor, on behalf of itself and any permitted successors and assigns, 

recognizes and understands that Contractor, and any permitted successors and assigns, may be subject to real property tax assessments on the possessory interest;

(2) Contractor, on behalf of itself and any permitted successors and assigns, 

recognizes and understands that the creation, extensions, renewal, or assignment of this Contract may result in a “change in ownership” for purposes of real property taxes, and therefore may result in a revaluation of any possesory interest by this Contract.  Contractor accordingly agrees on behalf of itself and its permitted successors and assigns to report on behalf of the City to the County Assessor the information required by Revenue and Taxation Code section 480.5, as amended from time to time, and any successor provision.

(3) Contractor, on behalf of itself and any permitted successors and assigns,

recognizes and understands that other events may cause a change of ownership of the possessory interest and result in the revaluation of the possessory interest. (see, e.g., Rev. & Tax Code section 64, as amended from time to time).  Contractor accordingly agrees on behalf of itself and its permitted successors and assigns to report any change in ownership to the County Assessor, the State Board of Equalization or other public agency as required by law.

(4) Contractor further agrees to provide such other information as may be requested by

the City to enable the City to comply with any reporting requirements for possessory interests that are imposed by applicable law.

23.
USE OF CITY OPINION

Contractor shall not quote, paraphrase, or otherwise refer to or use any opinion of City, its officers or agents, regarding Contractor or Contractor’s performance under this contract without prior written permission of Purchasing.

24.
NONDISCRIMINATION; PENALTIES

(a)
Contractor Shall Not Discriminate.  In the performance of this Agreement, Contractor

agrees not to discriminate on the basis of the fact or perception of a person’s race, color, creed, religion, national origin, ancestry, age, sex, sexual orientation, gender identity, domestic partner status, marital status, disability or AIDS or HIV status (AIDS/HIV status) against any employee of, any City employee working with, or applicant for employment with Contractor, in any of Contractor’s operations within the U.S., or against any person seeking accommodations, advantages, facilities, privileges, services, or membership in all business, social, or other establishments or organizations operated by Contractor

(b) Subcontracts.  Contractor shall incorporate by reference in all subcontracts the provisions

of Sections 12B.2(a), 12B.2(c)-(k), and 12C.3 of the San Francisco Administrative Code and shall require all subcontractors to comply with such provisions.  Contractor’s failure to comply with the obligations in this subsection shall constitute a material breach of this Agreement.

(c)
Nondiscrimination in Benefits.  Contractor does not as of the date of this Agreement and

will not during the term of this Agreement, in any of its operations in San Francisco, on real property owned by the City or where work is being performed for the City, discriminate in the provision of bereavement leave, family medical leave, health benefits, membership or membership discounts, moving expenses, pension and retirement benefits or travel benefits, and any benefits other than the benefits specified above, between employees with domestic partners and employees with spouses, or between the domestic partners and spouses of such employees, if the domestic partnership has been registered with a governmental entity pursuant to state or local law authorizing such registration, subject to conditions set forth in San Francisco Administrative Code Sec. 12B.2(b).

(d)
Incorporation of Administrative Code Provisions by Reference. The provisions of

Chapters 12B and 12C of the San Francisco Administrative Code are incorporated by reference and made a part of this Agreement as though fully set forth herein.  Contractor shall comply fully with and be bound by all of the provisions that apply to this Agreement under such Chapters of the Administrative Code, including but not limited to the remedies provided in such Chapters.  Without limiting the foregoing, Contractor understands that pursuant to Section 12B.2(h) of the San Francisco Administrative Code, a penalty of $50 for each person for each calendar day during which such person was discriminated against in violation of the provisions of this Agreement may be assessed against Contractor and/or deducted from any payments due Contractor.

LOCAL BUSINESS ENTERPRISE UTILIZATION; LIQUIDATED DAMAGES 

a.
The LBE Ordinance.   Contractor, shall comply with all the requirements of the

Local Business Enterprise and Non-Discrimination in Contracting Ordinance set forth in Chapter 14B of the San Francisco Administrative Code as it now exists or as it may be amended in the future (collectively the “LBE Ordinance”), provided such amendments do not materially increase Contractor's obligations or liabilities, or materially diminish Contractor's rights, under this Agreement.  Such provisions of the LBE Ordinance are incorporated by reference and made a part of this Agreement as though fully set forth in this section.  Contractor’s willful failure to comply with any applicable provision of the LBE Ordinance is a material breach of Contractor's obligations under this Agreement and shall entitle City, subject to any applicable notice and cure provisions set forth in this Agreement, to exercise any of the remedies provided for under this Agreement, under the LBE Ordinance or otherwise available at law or in equity, which remedies shall be cumulative unless this Agreement expressly provides that any remedy is exclusive.  In addition, Contractor shall comply fully with all other applicable local, state and federal laws prohibiting discrimination and requiring equal opportunity in contracting, including subcontracting.

b.
Compliance and Enforcement.

Enforcement.  If Contractor willfully fails to comply with any of the provisions of the LBE Ordinance, the rules and regulations implementing the LBE Ordinance, or the provisions of this Agreement pertaining to LBE participation, Contractor shall be liable for liquidated damages in an amount equal to Contractor’s net profit on this Agreement, or 10% of the total amount of this Agreement, or $1,000, whichever is greatest.  The Director of the City’s Human Rights Commission or any other public official authorized to enforce the LBE Ordinance (separately and collectively, the “Director of HRC”) may also impose other sanctions against Contractor authorized in the LBE Ordinance, including declaring the Contractor to be irresponsible and ineligible to contract with the City for a period of up to five years or revocation of the Contractor’s LBE certification.  The Director of HRC will determine the sanctions to be imposed, including the amount of liquidated damages, after investigation pursuant to Administrative Code §14B.17.

By entering into this Agreement, Contractor acknowledges and agrees that any liquidated damages assessed by the Director of the HRC shall be payable to City upon demand.  Contractor further acknowledges and agrees that any liquidated damages assessed may be withheld from any monies due to Contractor on any contract with City.

Contractor agrees to maintain records necessary for monitoring its compliance with the LBE Ordinance for a period of three years following termination or expiration of this Agreement, and shall make such records available for audit and inspection by the Director of HRC or the Controller upon request.

26. MACBRIDE PRINCIPLES – NORTHERN IRELAND

The City and County of San Francisco urges companies doing business in Northern Ireland to move towards resolving employment inequities, and encourages such companies to abide by the MacBride Principles.  The City and County of San Francisco urges San Francisco companies to do business with corporations that abide by the MacBride Principles.

27.
TROPICAL HARDWOO AND VIRGIN REDWOOD BAN

The City and County of San Francisco urges contractors not to import, purchase, obtain, or use for any purpose, any tropical hardwood, tropical hardwood product, virgin redwood or virgin redwood product.  If this order is for wood products or a service involving wood products:  (a) Chapter 8 of the Environment Code is incorporated herein and by reference made a part hereof as though fully set forth.  (b) Except as expressly permitted by the application of Sections 802(B), 803(B), and 804(B) of the Environment Code, Contractor shall not provide any items to the City in performance of this contract which are tropical hardwoods, tropical hardwood products, virgin redwood or virgin redwood products.  (c) Failure of Contractor to comply with any of the requirements of Chapter 8 of the Environment Code shall be deemed a material breach of contract.

28.
RESOURCE CONSERVATION

Contractor agrees to comply fully with the provisions of Chapter 5 of the San Francisco Environment Code (“Resource Conservation”), as amended from time to time.  Said provisions are incorporated herein by reference

29.
SUBMITTING FALSE CLAIMS; MONETARY PENALTIES

Any contractor, subcontractor or consultant who commits any of the following acts shall be liable to the City for three times the amount of damages which the City sustains because of the act of that contractor, subcontractor or consultant.  A contractor, subcontractor or consultant who commits any of the following acts shall also be liable to the City for the costs, including attorney’s fees, of a civil action brought to recover any of those penalties or damages, and may be liable to the City for a civil penalty of up to $10,000 for each false claim:  (a) Knowingly presents or causes to be presented to an officer or employee of the City a false claim or request for payment or approval.  (b) Knowingly makes, uses, or causes to be made or used a false record or statement to get a false claim paid or approved by the City.  (c) Conspires to defraud the City by getting a false claim allowed or paid by the City.  (d) Knowingly makes, uses, or causes to be made or used a false record or statement to conceal, avoid, or decrease an obligation to pay or transmit money or property to the City.  (e) Is a beneficiary of an inadvertent submission of a false claim to the City, subsequently discovers the falsity of the claim, and fails to disclose the false claim to the City within a reasonable time after discovery of the false claim.

30.
LIABILITY OF CITY

CITY’S PAYMENT OBLIGATIONS UNDER THIS CONTRACT SHALL BE LIMITED TO THE PAYMENT OF THE COMPENSATION PROVIDED FOR UNDER THIS CONTRACT.  NOTWITHSTANDING ANY OTHER PROVISION OF THIS CONTRACT, IN NO EVENT SHALL CITY BE LIABLE, REGARDLESS OF WHETHER ANY CLAIM IS BASED ON CONTRACT OR TORT, FOR ANY SPECIAL, CONSEQUENTIAL, INDIRECT OR INCIDENTAL DAMAGES, INCLUDING, BUT NOT LIMITED TO, LOST PROFITS, ARISING OUT OF OR IN CONNECTION WITH THIS CONTRACT OR THE SERVICES PERFORMED IN CONNECTION WITH THIS CONTRACT.

31.
DRUG-FREE WORKPLACE POLICY

Contractor acknowledges that pursuant to the Federal Drug-Free Workplace Act of 1989, the unlawful manufacture, distribution, dispensation, possession, or use of a controlled substance is prohibited on City premises.  Contractor agrees that any violation of this prohibition by Contractor, its employees, agents, or assigns will be deemed a material breach of this Contract.

32.
COMPLIANCE WITH AMERICAN WITH DISABILITIES ACT

Contractor acknowledges that, pursuant to the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA), programs, services and other activities provided by a public entity to the public, whether directly or through a contractor, must be accessible to the disabled public.  Contractor shall provide the services specified in this Contract in a manner that complies with the ADA and any and all other applicable federal, state and local disability rights legislation.  Contractor agrees not to discriminate against disabled persons in the provision of services, benefits or activities provided under this Contract and further agrees that any violation of this prohibition on the part of Contractor, its employees, agents or assigns will constitute a material breach of this Contract.

COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS

Contractor shall keep itself fully informed of the City’s Charter, codes, ordinances and regulations of the City and of all state, and federal laws in any manner affecting the performance of this Contract, and must at all times comply with such local codes, ordinances, and regulations and all applicable laws as they may be amended from time to time.

34. BID PROTESTS

END OF BID AND CONTRACT CONDITIONS

These terms and conditions supplement the City's Bid and Contract Conditions.  In the event of a conflict between these conditions and the preceding Bid and Contract Conditions, these conditions take precedence.

CONTRACT TERM

Pursuant to Section 14B.7 of the Administrative Code, a bid preference will only be awarded to an LBE, or an LBE joint venture where the LBE’s participation in the joint venture exceeds 35 percent, directly responsible for providing materials, equipment, supplies or services to City as required by the Bid solicitation. Purchasing may make minor purchases of items requested in City’s advertisement for bids or contractor’s bid from other vendors when Purchasing determines, in its sole discretion, that the City has an immediate need for such items or that it is not practical to purchase against this contract.

58.
FIRST SOURCE HIRING PROGRAM (FSHP)

If the contract is for more than $50,000, the successful bidder will be required to agree to comply fully with and be bound by the provisions of the First Source Hiring Program ordinance, as set forth in San Francisco Administrative Code Chapter 83.  Generally, this ordinance requires contractors to notify the First Source Hiring program of available entry level jobs and provide the Workforce Development System with the first opportunity to refer qualified individuals for employment.

Contractors should consult the San Francisco Administrative Code to determine their compliance obligations under this Chapter.  For additional information regarding FSHP, call (415) 401-4935.

A. Incorporation of Administrative Code Provisions by Reference

The provisions of Chapter 83 of the San Francisco Administrative Code are incorporated in this Section by reference and made a part of this Contract as though fully set forth herein.  Contractor shall comply fully with, and be bound by, all of the provisions that apply to this Contract under such Chapter, including but not limited to the remedies provided therein.  Capitalized terms used in this Section and not defined in this Contract shall have the meanings assigned to such terms in Chapter 83.

B. First Source Hiring Agreement

(1) Contractor will comply with First Source interviewing, recruitment and hiring requirements, which will provide the San Francisco Workforce Development System with the exclusive opportunity to initially provide Qualified Economically Disadvantaged Individuals for consideration for employment for Entry Level Positions.  The duration of the First Source interviewing requirement shall be ten (10) days, unless business necessity requires a shorter period of time.

(2) Contractor will comply with requirements for providing timely, appropriate notification of available Entry Level Positions to the San Francisco Workforce Development System so that the System may train and refer an adequate pool of Qualified Economically Disadvantaged Individuals to participating Employers.

(3) Contractor agrees to use good faith efforts to comply with the First Source hiring requirements.  A contractor may establish its good faith efforts by filing: 1) its first available Entry Level Position with a job applicant referred through the First Source Program; and 2) fifty percent (50%) of its subsequent available Entry Level Positions with job applicants referred through the San Francisco Workforce Development System.  Failure to meet this target, while not imputing bad faith, may result in a review of the Contractor’s employment records.

C. Hiring Decisions

Contractor shall make the final determination of whether an Economically Disadvantaged Individual referred by the System is “qualified” for the position.

D. Exceptions

Upon application by Employer, the First Source Hiring Administration may grant an exception to any or all of the requirements of Chapter 83 in any situation where it concludes that compliance with this Chapter would cause economic hardship.

E. Liquidated Damages

Violation of the requirements of Chapter 83 is subject to an assessment of liquidated damages in the amount of $5,000 for every new hire for an Entry Level Position improperly withheld from the First Source hiring process.  The assessment of liquidated damages and the evaluation of any defenses or mitigating factors shall be made by the FSHA.

F. Subcontracts

Any subcontract entered into by Contractor shall require the subcontractor to comply with the requirements of Chapter 83 and shall contain contractual obligations substantially the same as those set fort in this section.

59.
EARNED INCOME CREDIT (EIC) FORMS

Administrative Code section 120 requires that employers provide their employees with IRS Form W-5 (The Earned Income Credit Advance Payment Certificate) and the IRS EIC Schedule, as set forth below.  Employers can locate these forms at the IRS Office, on the Internet, or anywhere that Federal Tax Forms can be found.

(a) Contractor shall provide the Earned Income Credit (EIC) Forms to each Eligible Employee 

at each of the following times:  (i) within thirty (30) days following the date on which the applicable Contract or Contract Amendment becomes effective (unless Contractor has already provided such EIC Forms at least once during the calendar year in question); (ii) promptly after any Eligible Employee is hired by Contractor; and (iii) annually between January 1 and January 31 of each calendar year during the term of the Contract.

(b) Failure to comply with the foregoing requirement shall constitute a material breach by Contractor of the terms of the Contract.

(c) If within 30 days after the Contractor receives written notice of such a breach, Contractor fails to cure such breach or, if such breach cannot reasonably be cured within such period of thirty (30) days, Contractor fails to commence efforts to cure within such period, or thereafter fails to diligently pursue such cure to completion, the City may pursue any rights or remedies available under the terms of the Contract or under applicable law.

60.
LIMITATIONS ON CONTRIBUTIONS

Through execution of this Contract, Contractor acknowledges that it is familiar with section 1.126 of the City’s Campaign and Governmental Conduct Code, which prohibits any person who contracts with the City for the rendition of personal services or for the furnishing of any material, supplies or equipment to the City, whenever such transaction would require approval by a City elective officer of the board on which that City elective officer serves, from making any campaign contribution to the officer at any time from the commencement of negotiations for the contract until the later of either (1) the termination of negotiations for such contract or (2) three months after the date the contract is approved by the City elective officer or the board on which that City elective officer serves.

61.
PROHIBITION ON POLITICAL ACTIVITY WITH CITY FUNDS

In accordance with San Francisco Administrative Code Chapter 12.G, Contractor may not participate in, support, or attempt to influence any political campaign for a candidate or for a ballot measure (collectively, “Political Activity”) in the performance of the services provided under this contract.  Contractor agrees to comply with San Francisco Administrative Code Chapter 12.G and any implementing rules and regulations promulgated by the City’s Controller.  The terms and provisions of Chapter 12.G are incorporated herein by this reference.  In the event Contractor violates the provisions of this section, the City may, in addition to any other rights or remedies available hereunder, (i) terminate this contract, and (ii) prohibit Contractor from bidding on or receiving any new City contract for a period of two (2) years.  The Controller will not consider Contractor’s use of profit as a violation of this section.

62.
PRESERVATIVE-TREATED WOOD CONTAINING ARSENIC

Contractor may not purchase preservative-treated wood products containing arsenic in the performance of this Agreement unless an exemption from the requirements of Chapter 13 of the San Francisco Environment Code is obtained from the Department of the Environment under Section 1304 of the Code.  The term “preservative-treated wood containing arsenic” shall mean wood treated with a preservative that contains arsenic, elemental arsenic or an arsenic copper combination, including, but not limited to, chromated copper arsenate preservative, ammoniacal copper zinc arsenate preservative, or ammoniacal copper arsenate preservative.  Contractor may purchase preservative-treated wood products on the list of environmentally preferable alternatives prepared and adopted by the Department of the Environment.  This provision does not preclude Contractor from purchasing preservative-treated wood containing arsenic for saltwater immersion.  The term “saltwater immersion” shall mean a pressure-treated wood that is used for construction purposes or facilities that are partially or totally immersed in saltwater.

63.
CONTRACT PRODUCT/SERVICE QUALITY REPORT

The attached report (Attachment “A”) will be provided to departments using this contract.  Users of the contract may complete and return these reports at any time during the life of the contract.  The purpose of the report is to monitor contractor performance and determine supplier successes or shortcomings.  Each report will be sent to the awarded/supplier/contractor.  They will have an opportunity to respond to the information provided by the department.  Quality reports that go unresolved to the satisfaction of the Purchaser may be used as a basis for commencement of partial or complete contract default proceedings.
64.
NONDISCLOSURE OF PRIVATE INFORMATION
As of March 5, 2005, Contractor agrees to comply fully with and be bound by all of the provisions of Chapter 12M of the San Francisco Administrative Code (the “Nondisclosure of Private Information Ordinance”), including the remedies provided.  The provisions of the Nondisclosure of Private Information Ordinance are incorporated herein by reference and made a part of this Contract as though fully set forth.  Capitalized terms used in this section and not defined in this Contract shall have the meanings assigned to such terms in the Nondisclosure of Private Information Ordinance.  Consistent with the requirements of the Nondisclosure of Private Information Ordinance, Contractor agrees to al of the following:

(a) Neither Contractor nor any of its Subcontractors shall disclose Private Information obtained 

from the City in the performance of this Contract to any other Subcontractor, person, or other entity, unless one of the following is true:

(i) The disclosure is authorized by this Contract.

(ii) The Contractor received advance written approval from the Contracting Department to disclose the information; or

(iii) The disclosure is required by law or judicial order.

(b) Any disclosure or use of Private Information authorized by this Contract shall be in accordance with any conditions or restrictions stated in this Contract.  Any disclosure or use of Private Information authorized by a Contracting Department shall be in accordance with any conditions or restrictions stated in the approval.

(c) Private Information shall mean any information that: (1) could be used to identify an individual, including without limitation, name, address, social security number, medical information, financial information, date and location of birth, and names of relatives; or (2) the law forbids any person from disclosing.

(d) Any failure of Contractor to comply with the Nondisclosure of Private Information Ordinance shall be a material breach of this Contract.  In such an event, in addition to any other remedies available to it under equity or law, the City may terminate this Contract, debar Contractor, or bring a false claim action against Contractor.

65. GRAFFITI REMOVAL

Graffiti is detrimental to the health, safety and welfare of the community in that it promotes a perception in the community that the laws protecting public and private property can be disregarded with impunity. This perception fosters a sense of disrespect of the law that results in an increase in crime; degrades the community and leads to urban blight; is detrimental to property values, business opportunities and the enjoyment of life; is inconsistent with the City's property maintenance goals and aesthetic standards; and results in additional graffiti and in other properties becoming the target of graffiti unless it is quickly removed from public and private property.  Graffiti results in visual pollution and is a public nuisance. Graffiti must be abated as quickly as possible to avoid detrimental impacts on the City and County and its residents, and to prevent the further spread of graffiti.  

Contractor shall remove all graffiti from any real property owned or leased by Contractor in the City and County of San Francisco within forty eight (48) hours of the earlier of Contractor's (a) discovery or notification of the graffiti or (b) receipt of notification of the graffiti from the Department of Public Works.  This section is not intended to require a Contractor to breach any lease or other agreement that it may have concerning its use of the real property.  The term "graffiti" means any inscription, word, figure, marking or design that is affixed, marked, etched, scratched, drawn or painted on any building, structure, fixture or other improvement, whether permanent or temporary, including by way of example only and without limitation, signs, banners, billboards and fencing surrounding construction sites, whether public or private, without the consent of the owner of the property or the owner's authorized agent, and which is visible from the public right-of-way.  "Graffiti" shall not include: (1) any sign or banner that is authorized by, and in compliance with, the applicable requirements of the San Francisco Public Works Code, the San Francisco Planning Code or the San Francisco Building Code; or (2) any mural or other painting or marking on the property that is protected as a work of fine art under the California Art Preservation Act (California Civil Code Sections 987 et seq.) or as a work of visual art under the Federal Visual Artists Rights Act of 1990 (17 U.S.C. §§ 101 et seq.).

Any failure of Contractor to comply with this section of this contract shall constitute a default of this Contract.
66.
MODIFICATION OF AGREEMENT

This Agreement may not be modified, nor compliance with any of its items be waived, except by written instrument executed and approved in the same manner as this Agreement.  City may order changes in the work herein required and may increase or decrease quantities and services in connection with the performance of the contract.

A. If changes in services are of such a nature as to increase the number of orders for an

Item(s), the contracted price for the item(s) shall remain the same.

B. If there is a decrease in amount of orders and services required by the City such as, permanent reduction of work force, or by reason of any other cause of circumstances beyond the control of a City Department, the Contractor must comply with such changes.

C. No order for any alteration or modification which will increase or decrease the cost of the services shall be valid unless mutually agreed upon in writing, and approved by the Purchaser.  No oral statement of any person whomsoever shall in any manner or degree modify or otherwise affect the terms of this contract.

END OF GENERAL CONDITIONS

67.
PURPOSE 
The purpose of this contract is to provide employees of the City and County of San Francisco Municipal Transportation Agency, MUNI Railway Personnel, with uniforms and uniform accessories of the highest quality.  This contract shall include uniforms, fitting, alteration and repair services.

SPECIFICATIONS

A.
The uniforms and accessories to be furnished under this contract must fully comply and be 

in accordance with the attached specifications and standards set forth in the attached specifications.  (The attached specifications are incorporated herein).

B.
Contractor shall be capable of providing the standard sizes as well as any other sizes that

may be required.  Sizes required will be determined at time of order placement.

69.
UNIFORM ACCESSORIES 

Contractor agrees to furnish specified uniform components complete with all buttons, straps, bands, braid, chevrons, patches and other adornments in accordance with the specifications contained in this contract proposal, at no additional cost to the City.
70.
QUALITY CONTROL

A.
Throughout the term of the contract MUNI may, from time to time, cause comparison to be

made between the uniform/accessories being furnished by the Contractor with the contract specifications and samples that were submitted.

B.
In the event that any article fails to equal the sample and/or contract specifications in quality

and workmanship, Purchaser may at his or her option terminate this contract at no charge to the City.

C.
If this evaluation determines non-compliance, the cost associated with the evaluation shall be

borne by the Contractor.

ALTERNATES 

A.

D. Contractor must maintain stock as specified in other sections of this contract and adequate facilities to allow for immediate pick-up of “will-call” orders placed by the MUNI Department.

E. Contractor shall provide qualified personnel at one or more reasonable and convenient locations in San Francisco to make measurements, fit and make proper alterations and distribute uniforms and uniform accessories.  Contractor’s location must be acceptable to the MUNI Department.  Changing/fitting areas must not be viewed from the public portion of the retail outlet and must provide a secure environment for all Muni personnel and their equipment.

F. Contractor must have a storage warehouse, distribution facility, parking area, and will-call counter for MUNI Department pick-ups located within the City of San Francisco.

G. Contractor’s warehouse facility shall comply with Title III of the Americans with Disabilities Act Regulations (including Title 3 Accessibility Guidelines), and Title 24, State of California Building Code (California Accessibility Regulations) regarding handicapped persons’ accessibility.

H. The City may require Contractor to provide within seven (7) business days from the date they are requested to do so, information and documentation requested by Purchaser, including but not limited to: sources of supply, distribution, dealership or agency agreements and authorizations from manufacturer’s they claim to represent, lines of credit with financial institutions from manufacturer’s they claim to represent, lines of credit with financial institutions and suppliers, numbers of employees, trade references and any other information to determine the Contractor’s fitness to supply the contract requirements.

I. The City reserves the right to reject any bid on which information submitted by Bidder fails to satisfy the City and/or Bidder is unable to supply information and documentation within the period of time requested.

J. The City reserves the right to inspect Contractor’s place of business, including Contractor’s existing stock prior to award or during the contract term, to aid Purchaser in determining Contractor’s ability to satisfy the terms and conditions of the contract.

K. Contractor must maintain normal business hours 8:00 A.M. to 5:00 P.M., Monday through Friday throughout the term of the contract, and be open at all times during that period and Saturdays at least from 9:00 A.M. – 2:00 P.M.
L. Contractor must be capable of producing usage reports required under General Condition No. 50 of this contract.
M. Should this contract necessitate change in contractors both contractors shall work to a systematic change in collaboration with MUNI as required.  The newly awarded contractor shall assume the responsibility to supply all items under this contract only after receiving confirmation from the City that they have provided and met required documents all, and notice of complete inventory for all Muni Railway Personnel have been met.  Excess inventory shall be the responsibility of the prior contractor.

79.
CONTRACTOR REPRESENTATIVE 

A.
Contractor shall assign a representative to work with the San Francisco Municipal Transportation Agency on an on-going basis, at no cost to the City.  This representative shall provide, but not be limited to, the following services:

1. Meeting with MUNI personnel, on a bi-monthly basis, to ensure that the needs of

FITTINGS, ALTERATIONS, AND REPAIRS 

A. Contractor shall provide qualified tailoring personnel to take individual sizing, i.e., measurements, fittings, alterations, repairs, and distribute uniforms and/or accessories to MUNI personnel, at no additional cost to the City. When a question of proper fit arises, the designated representative(s) of MUNI shall resolve the issue and the decision shall be final.

B. Minimum alterations, such as trouser leg shortening or lengthening, pant waist adjustments and/or pockets sewn closed, to be performed at time of delivery of uniform(s) to the individual employee.  Upon delivery of uniform(s), if alterations other than those mentioned above are required, the uniform(s) must be available for pick up by the employee within five (5) working days.

C. Contractor and the City agree that, to facilitate efficient and orderly distribution of the uniforms, City will control the number of employees per day to be measured and fitted for uniforms and uniform components.  The Contractor will provide a sufficient number of qualified personnel to accommodate any reasonable number of employees without undue delay.  The contractor shall require its employees in all circumstances to exercise courtesy and consideration to MUNI employees.

SAMPLES 

Samples will be required upon notification and samples submitted must be a complete set of men’s and women’s uniforms that meet the specifications which may not be the exact color and/or material, but must include a swatch of the exact color and material specified in this contract proposal. DETERMINATION OF BIDDER’S QUALIFICATIONS

In making the award, the Purchaser reserves the right to take into consideration the ability of the Bidder to promptly and satisfactory supply the needs of the City for these items, based upon Bidder’s location of storage facilities or other factors deemed by the Purchaser to be pertinent.  Prior to award, Purchaser will inspect vendor’s plant and storage facilities.

E. Should any of the required insurance be provided under a form of coverage that includes a general annual aggregate limit or provides that claims investigation or legal defense costs be included in such general annual aggregate limit, such general annual aggregate limit shall be double the occurrence limits specified above.

F. Should any required insurance lapse during the contract term, requests for payments originating after such lapse shall not be processed until City receives satisfactory evidence of reinstated coverage as required by this contract, effective as of the lapse date.  If insurance is not reinstated, City may, at its sole option, terminate this Contract effective on the date of such lapse of insurance.

G. Before commencing any operations under this Contract, Contractor shall do the following: (1) furnish to City certificates of insurance and Additional Insured policy endorsements with insurers with ratings comparable to A-, VIII or higher, that are authorized to do business in the State of California, and that are satisfactory to City in form evidencing all coverages set forth above, and (2) furnish complete copies of policies promptly upon City request.  Failure to maintain insurance shall constitute a material breach of this contract.

Approval of the insurance by City shall not relieve or decrease the liability of Contractor 
hereunder.

PRICE 
A.
Only prices that appear on city Contract Proposal Bid Sheets will be considered.  No other pages with prices or attached price list, catalog prices, will be considered.

B.
In the event of a discrepancy between the unit price(s) bid and the extension price, the unit


price(s) shall prevail.

C.
Bid prices are to be firm for the first twelve (12) months of the awarded contract.

Thereafter, price adjustments may be made according to Special Condition 87.

CONTRACT PRICE ESCALATION 

This is a 36-month contract.  Prices shall be firm as offered for the first 12 months of the contract.  Prices may be escalated or de-escalated commencing on the second year upon verification of price increases or decreased by vendor, properly documented, and requested in writing to the Purchaser.  To justify increases/decreases, the contract must provide Purchasing with a letter from the manufacturer listing the item and providing the reasons for the price increase/decrease.

SUBSTITUTION OF ITEMS DURING TERM OF CONTRACT
Substitute brands or models may be considered during the contract period for discontinued models.  The bidder shall not deliver any substitute item as a replacement to an awarded brand or model without express written consent of Office of Contract Administration, Purchasing Department prior to such delivery.  Substitute items must be of equal or better quality than the awarded item.  Substitutes shall be considered only in emergency situations and excessive substitution requests may be cause to cancel the contract.

The manufacturer's name, brand name and/or model number information contained in this solicitation are being used for the sole purpose of establishing the minimum requirement of level of quality, standard of performance, and design and is in no way intended to prohibit the offer of another manufacturer's items of equal material unless otherwise indicated on the Bid/Proposal Submission Form.

A. If, in the satisfaction of governmental interests it is necessary to purchase additional items from Contractor, additional items may be added to this contract by mutual agreement of the parties.

B. The aggregated cost of all additional items added to the contract, during the contract term, shall not exceed twenty percent (20%) of the total estimated value (cost) of the original contract.

C. All requests to add additional items to the contract must be submitted by City Departments in writing to the Purchasing Division. D. All additional services added to the contract shall be approved through issuance of a contract modification.

FAILURE TO EXECUTE CONTRACT

Contractor may be required to furnish 21,000 Operator identification emblems.  Delivery is to be made within sixty (60) calendar days after the MUNI exercises this option.  Any uniforms delivered after delivery of these emblems will match the newer style emblem as noted in the attached Specifications-March 2007, Article 500, Buttons & Emblems.

Contractor may be required to provide alteration services and materials to replace identification patches to re-number the uniforms of MUNI transit operators.  Each identification patch shall consist of the 4-digit MUNI identification number.  Specifications for this item will be as provided in the attached Specifications, 4.0 Buttons and Emblems, 2.23 I.D. Patches.  

This task shall include all uniforms issued to MUNI personnel by previous contractors, as well as uniforms issued by the Contractor.

Trouser shall be manufactured from an up-to-date men’s uniform trouser pattern.  The trouser styling shall be T-1 with Freedom Flex Waistband: plain front, two (2) quarter top front pockets, and two (2) hip pockets, and two (2) cut-in cargo pockets.  


LINING MATERIAL:
The pocketing and fly lining material shall be 70% Polyester/ 30% Cotton, 2.9 oz. per square yard (60" width) with a minimum 78 x 48 count.  Pocketing must have a durable press finish and the color of the pocketing must be black.  


WAISTBAND CURTAIN:

POCKETS:
Two breast patch pockets with mitered corners.  Pocket to measure 5-5/8" wide, 6" deep.  Left breast pocket to have 1- 1/2" pencil stitch. Each pocket to have hook Velcro, 3/4" long by ½" wide, positioned on both edges of pocket to correspond with outer scalloped flap points as specified.  Velcro to be stitched all sides and to be sewn through pocket and shirt for added reinforcement.


FLAPS:
Two piece center point design to measure 5-7/8" across and 2-1/2" in depth at center point, 1-5/8" at sides.  Secured to shirtfront approximately 3/8” above pocket.  Left flap to have invisible pencil opening 1-1/2" to correspond precisely with pencil slot of pocket.  (Stop & start stitching for pencil opening unacceptable and shall be cause for rejection.)  Flaps to be 1/8" topstitched. Flaps to have woven interlining of #250 Dacron.  Creased and edge stitched pocket flap construction unacceptable. Under side of the flap to have looped Velcro 3/4" long by 1/2" wide stitched all sides, positioned on outer points of both pocket flaps to secure with corresponding Velcro strips on shirt pocket.  Each flap shall have a button centered on uncut sewn buttonhole.


SLEEVES:

The left front shall have a Fly placket with stitch 1 3/8” from edge. Concealed buttonhole revere to be tacked exactly between buttonholes, through all three plies of material, not including the outer ply of material. The shirt will have 7 buttons and buttonholes on the front; spacing between each will be 3-¾" except the spacing between the neck button and the first button on the front, which will be approximately 3-1/4".  The fronts shall be joined to the yoke so that both raw edges of the yoke are turned under, with the front sandwiched between, and then all three are stitched down with a 1/16" raised stitch.  Safety stitch joining is unacceptable. 


SHOULDER STRAPS:

The test shall be for 2 hours and weight measurements shall be taken only at the start and completion of the test.  Five specimens shall be tested.  Specimens shall be sealed in any manner which prevents wicking and/or leakage of water out of the cup.  The test chamber shall be 73.4 ± 1°F and relative humidity shall be 50 ± 2%.  The face of the rim of the test dish shall project 1/32" into the tunnel.

The water pressure shall be applied to the film side of the laminated cloth.


4/
The film side of the laminated cloth shall contact the water.  The hydrostatic head shall be 30 inches (1.1 psi) and shall be held for 3 minutes.  Leakage is defined as the appearance of water any place within the 4.5 inch diameter test area.  The test may be performed using any device which tests the same specimen area at the equivalent pressure.  In case of dispute, the apparatus described in FED-STD-191A Method 5516 shall be used.

There shall be a full body/sleeve liner that incorporates CDS-200 Thinsulate® Thermal Insulation in the body portion of the liner and CDS-100 Thinsulate Thermal Insulation in the sleeves.  The insulation shall be quilted to black 86 pick nylon on the face side of the liner and nylon tricot on the backing.


SHELL FOR REMOVABLE 


LINER:
86 pick   100% Nylon Taffeta   WEAVE: Plain   DENIER: Warp-70  Fill-70   WEIGHT:  1.8 oz./square yard   COLOR: Black 


LINER INSULATION:
3M Thinsulate, with a scrim covering front and back to prevent migration of insulation fibers.  Lining must be quilted horizontally with a minimum of a 6" railroad pattern for maximum thermo retention.  Excess stitching and openings in liner cause extreme loss of body heat.  


LINER BODY:
Body - 3M Thinsulate CDS 200 composed of 65% Polyolefin microfibers and 35% 6 Denier Polyester staple fibers (by weight)  Shall weigh approximately 200 grams/square meter horizontally quilted.


LINER SLEEVES:
Sleeves - 3M Thinsulate CDS 100 composed of 65% Polyolefin microfibers and 35% 6 Denier Polyester staple fibers (by weight).  Shall weigh approximately 100 grams/square meter horizontally quilted.


LINER CONSTRUCTION:
The perimeter of the liner shall be bound with black nylon tricot tape and the liner shall have a zipper track to allow the liner to zip out of the jacket.



The liner sleeves shall have knit wristlets of 1 X 1 ribbed 100% nylon and the liner sleeves will have a female snap by the in sleeve seam no more than 1" from the end of the sleeve.  Attached to the jacket sleeve in a corresponding location will be a tab made of shell material with a male snap.  The tab and snap are used to secure the liner sleeves - use of a button and buttonhole or loop is unacceptable.  The liner shall have a right breast patch pocket.  Left breast of liner shall have a welt opening allowing access to zippered patch pocket located on the inside left breast of the coat.  Each sleeve hem must be finished with bias tape so there are no raw edges.



Armhole of the lining shall have knit inset of approximately ¾” on the backside of the arm hole to work in conjunction with the bi-swing back.



The liner shall be designed with vents corresponding with the zippered side vents on the jacket to allow easy access to equipment.


COAT CONSTRUCTION


BACK:
There shall be a one piece back with a curved bi-swing for ease of movement.  The bi-swing shall be approximately 12" in length and 1 ½" in depth.  It shall be constructed with an elasticized anchor of 2" Lycra so the bi-swing will snap back into proper position after being extended.  


INTERLINING:
100% Cotton Osnaburg, 3.45 yards/lb. with maximum shrinkage of 3-4% in warp and fill.  Interlining to be used in collar, pocket flaps, front waistband, and storm front.  There shall be a bound opening in the liner to allow access to the zipper inside the parka breast pocket.


POCKETS:
The coat front is to be constructed with four reverse pleated patch pockets.  The upper patch pockets shall be approximately 5½" wide and 6½" deep.  The lower patch pockets are to have dimensions of 8" in width and depth.  All four patch pockets are to be made with reverse pleats and have mitered pockets flaps sized in proportion to the pockets.  Each pocket shall have a top entry opening and the outside edge of each pocket and pocket flap shall be securely bartacked.  The pocket flaps shall have a metal snap closure system.  The male portion of the snaps shall be located on the underside of each flap and the female portion of the snaps shall be in a corresponding location on the breast pockets to provide a neat and secure closure.  There shall be a 1" x 2" piece of velcro in the center of each flap and pocket for closure.



The patch pockets will have an opening at the top underneath the flaps.  The top of each patch pocket must be bound with black nylon binding.  The top entry pockets shall be made of black Polyester.



The lower patch pockets shall be constructed with hand warmer openings on the side.  Pockets shall be constructed with hand warmer openings on the side.  The surface portion of the hand warmer pockets will be the jacket front and the top part of the pocket (the area coming in contact with the back of the users hand) will be black Kasha.  The top and bottom of the side openings shall be securely bartacked.


INSIDE COAT POCKET:
The coat design will include an inside left breast pocket.  The pocket shall have a minimum width of 6½" and a minimum depth of 9" (measured from the bottom of the pocket opening).  The inside pocket will incorporate a zipper closure system utilizing a 6" CFC-256B2 zipper that is made with bottom stops at both ends.


SLEEVES:
Two piece, coat style sleeves set-in.  The sleeves shall be constructed with 8" black nylon zippers on the underseams, which must be in line with side body seam so underarm.  Zipper is not visible.  This system allows emblem attachment without puncturing the Gore-Tex lining.  Shoulders must incorporate foam shoulder pads, approximately 8" x 4½" for shape.  Each sleeve shall have a sleeve tab constructed of shell material with two 24 ligne metal buttons.  Tab shall be approximately 8” long by 2-1/2” wide at the end sleeve tapering to 2-1/4” at the outer edge.  The buttonholes must be functionally in order for the Scotchlite to be utilized.


COLLAR:
The collar shall be produced using two plies of the shell fabric plus the interlining.  The interlining shall be sewn to the undercollar using an eight point star stitch.  The collar points shall be well shaped and symmetrical.  The front storm flap shall extend to the top of the collar.  Collar and collar interlining must be cut on bias.  There will be three male snaps with closed backs set through the top collar and under collar for attachment of an optional hood.


KNIT WIND COLLAR:
There shall be a knit wind collar of 1x1 ribbed spun nylon sewn into the collar seam - measuring 14" long by 1½" wide at the center.


REMOVABLE HOOD:
Each coat shall come with a removable hood.  There shall be 3 male snaps on the back of the collar for the hood to attach.  These snaps must not go through the innershell so as to add discomfort to the wear.


Goretex removable hood shall have 3 female snaps to attach to coat.  Hood shall have 3M Thinsulate lining for warmth.  Hood to have visor located in the front approximately 2-1/2” in the center and tapering to ¾” on the sides.  There shall be a tunnel made of the outershell fabric in approximately 2-3/4” around the hood with a drawstring around the face.  There shall be a spring loaded and locking keeper on each side of the drawstring.  Front bottom of hood shall have a two snap closure.


DRAINHOLES
There shall be four drain holes at the bottom of the coat and one drain hole on each sleeve in order to allow water to drain from the coat.


EPAULETS:
Jacket shall be designed with removable epaulets measuring approximately 2½" at the widest point at the sleeve head and tapering to 2" at the narrow end.  The point of the epaulet shall finish at the collar seam.  It shall be fastened wit a 24 ligne metal uniform button and buttonhole.


STORM FLAP:
There shall be a double front storm flap; one on top and one under the top storm flap.  The top storm flap will finish approximately 2 ½" wide and will extend from the bottom of the waistband to the top of the collar point.  There shall be seven (7) black gun metal snaps centered down the top storm flap.  Six snaps are to be evenly spaced with an additional snap approximately 1¾" below the top snap to help prevent gaping at the neck for better protection from the wind.  The under storm flap shall finish approximately 1 ¾" wide and will extend from the bottom of the waistband to the top of the collar point.  The male portion of the snaps shall be positioned on the under storm flap to correspond to the placement of the snaps on the top storm flap to provide a neat and secure closure.


SIDE VENTS:
The jacket shall be designed with side vents to allow for easy access to equipment.  The vents shall incorporate 16" zippers.  At the bottom of each vent there shall be a tab and snap closure system to prevent gaping between the front and rear portion of the jacket when the side zippers are in the full upward position.  Elasticized snap tabs shall be sewn into the waistband for closure of the side vent.  Tabs must snap to front of jacket.


FRONT ZIPPER:
The front zipper opening shall be accomplished with a two way pull, heavy duty #8 Vislon nylon molded zipper.  Zipper will extend from bottom of waistband to collar seam.


SEAM WATERPROOFING:
Seams shall be taped with 7/8" two layer Gore seam tape.  There shall be no stitching through the LTD liner except those seams that are waterproofed.  There will be metal eyelets for water drainage in laundering.  Eyelets to be located on sleeve bottoms and the outside corner bottom of coat fronts and back.


SIZE TAG AND CARE 


INSTRUCTIONS:
The jacket shall have a sewn in label giving care instructions and a permanent woven size tag.  The jacket shall also have a label indicating lot number, size, fiber content, and RN number.


LIMITED WARRANTY:
The parka garments shall carry a manufacturers printed warranty hang tag.  The tag shall instruct the owner of their rights under the warranty.



The Limited warranty shall contain at minimum the following:



Warranty coverage:  Manufacturer agrees to warrant to the original purchaser that the product will be free from defects in materials and workmanship for a period of three (3) years from date of purchase.  This warranty also guarantees the jacket will remain waterproof for three (3) years.



Warranty service:  Should a covered product become defective during the warranty period, simply return it to the manufacturer with dated proof of purchase.  The manufacturer agrees to repair or replace at its option any item determined to be defective and will return to purchaser at no charge.



Limitations: This warranty does not cover abnormal wear and tear, nor the color fastness of fluorescent fabrics, nor damage from chemicals, fire, misuse, accident or negligence.  This warranty only applies to the original purchaser of the covered product and is not transferable.


STITCHING, PRESSING 


& FINISHING:
Parka must be stitched with matching thread.  Parka must be cleaned and finished to eliminate loose threads.


LABELS:
Parka must have a permanent label providing care instructions with size on the care label.  A removable paper ticket showing the size, fabric content, cut number, and WPL or RN number must be on the cuff.

COLOR:

STYLE:
Foul weather below waist-length vest, fully lined, Thinsulate insulation, zipper front with two (2) front slash welted pockets, two (2) inside patch pockets and a knit collar and waistband.


ZIPPER FRONT:
Front closure shall be butted zipper utilizing YKK brass model USA 5VS zipper.  Zipper shall be sewn to hide zipper teeth to obtain butted front.  The zipper shall start approximately ½” below the knit collar and end approximately 1” of the bottom edge.

Lining must be quilted horizontally lines with a minimum of a 5" apart for maximum thermo retention.  Excess stitching and openings in liner cause extreme loss of body heat.


WAISTBAND:
There shall be a 3” knit waistband completely around the garment to a point approximately 3” from zipper front center.


ARMHOLE:
Armhole shall be cut large enough to permit free movement of the arms, while maintaining sufficient body coverage.  Armhole shall be finished by concealed, turned in seam between shell and lining, and top stitching approximately 1/4 inch from edge.


STITCHING & FINISHING:

78% Polyester / 28% Rayon / 2% Lycra;  Weight:  12 oz. per linear yard; Weave:  Serge; Color:  Chocolate Brown; Fabric Reference:  Burlington 8128-F093


STYLE:
Shorts shall be manufactured from an up-to-date men’s uniform pattern.  The styling shall be T-1 with Freedom Flex Waistband: plain front, two (2) quarter top front pockets, two (2) hip pockets, and two (2) cut-in cargo pockets. 


LINING MATERIAL:
The pocketing and fly lining material shall be 70% Polyester / 30% Cotton, 2.9 oz. per square yard (60" width) with a minimum 78 x 48 count.  Pocketing must have a durable press finish and the color of the pocketing must be black.


WAISTBAND CURTAIN:
The waistband shall be constructed using the "closed method" and shall measure a minimum of 1-7/8" wide when finished.  The waistband curtain shall finish a minimum 2-1/4” wide and is to be made of the same fabric and color as the pocketing material and must be attached to the top of the Short with a zigzag stitch. The waistband must contain ¾-inch Ban-Rol to prevent roll over at the Short front and have three strand snugtex to keep shirts tucked in.   The waistband closure shall be accomplished with a single crush proof hook and eye centered on the waistband for wearer comfort.  The hook and eye shall be reinforced with 7/8-inch non-woven stay tape that is anchored with topstitching through and through to the top of the waistband (bartacks in place of topstitching shall be cause for rejection). In addition to the stitching of the waistband when it is set onto the Short, the waistband must also be topstitched below the waistband seam through the waistband curtain for added strength.  The back center seam of the Short to be finished to allow for alterations (with ample basic fabric and waistband curtain material to allow Short size to be increased at least one size).  The outlet in the seat is to be in proportion to waist outlet so seat may also be let out.  Seat seam must be sewn with a tandem needle machine (double-needle stitch) for maximum strength.


FREEDOM-FLEX 


WAISTBAND FEATURE
The waistband curtain shall incorporate a telescopic extension that expands and contracts with 2-inch stretch at each side of the Short waist.  The front side of the underlying shall have a 3-1/4” long by 1-1/2” wide band of elastic inserted in between the curtain and Short waistband.  This elastic shall be sewn to the outside of the waistband curtain at the front overlying extension split.  The other side shall be securely stitched 3” back from the edge of the underlying side of the back extension split.  This stitching shall be securely sewn through the waistband curtain so it is not visible on the outside of the waistband.  



There shall also be a 4” long by 1-1/2” wide two ply fabric band sewn into the overlying edge of the extension split.  The other end of the fabric band shall be securely sewn to a 4” long by 1-1/2” wide elastic band.  This elastic shall be sewn to the underling side of the waistband curtain so that it is not visible on the outside of the waistband.



Both sides of the elastic sandwiched in between the waistband curtain and waistband must move freely to allow for expansion.


BELT LOOPS:
There shall be a minimum of seven belt loops 3/4" in width of double thickness.  Each loop must have a non-woven interlining for added durability.  All loops (except back center) must be sewn into the top and bottom of the waistband ("dropped" belt loops that are tacked to the outside of the Short all around waist shall be cause for rejection).  The top of the belt loops (except back center) shall be sewn into the waistband curtain seam with a Rocap machine using a zigzag stitch. The bottom of the center back loop shall be tacked to the Short and the top of the loop tacked to the outside of the waistband to allow for easier waist alteration.


FLY:
Short shall have a brass metal zipper with memory lock brass slider secured by metal stopper at base. There shall be a French Fly tab closure on the inside of the right fly.  The tab shall be double ply made of the basic Short fabric (tabs made of pocketing material or a "grown on" French Fly will be cause for rejection). The right fly shall be lined with the same material and color as the pocketing.  The fly lining shall be sewn to the left fly continuing below the zipper into the crotch area in a neat and durable manner.  A button shall be located on the left fly corresponding with the French Fly tab to provide a clean and comfortable closure.  Topstitching of fly to be installed with automatic “J” stitch equipment eliminating puckering and providing a clean finish.  There shall be a firm straight bartack at the bottom of the fly going through the zipper tape for maximum strength.  Bartack shall line up with starting point of “J” stitch.  Crotch shall have front and back two ply lining of pocketing material. 


SEAT:
Seat must be sewn with a Tandem Needle Machine (double-needle stitch) for maximum durability.


POCKETS:
The two (2) front pockets will be quarter top style with a minimum opening of 6" and a minimum depth of 5-3/4" measured from the bottom of the opening.  Bottom to have Wear Tuff coating extending 3” up from pocket bottom. Front pockets to have a triangular bartack at the bottom of the pocket openings.  Pockets shall be constructed using the stitch, turn, and topstitch method.  Front pocket facing and barrier to be made of the basic Short fabric. Facing shall be a minimum of 1-1/4” and barrier shall measure a minimum of 2-1/2" (measured to the inside edge of pocket lining). 



The two (2) hip pockets shall have a minimum 6" wide (bartack to bartack) opening and a minimum depth of 6" measured from the bottom of the pocket opening.  Hip pockets shall be constructed using the double welt method on an automatic welt machine.  The welts shall be topstitched and both ends of opening shall have a triangular bartack. Hip pocket facing and barrier are to be made of basic Short fabric. Facing shall be a minimum of 3/4” and the barrier shall be a minimum of 1".  The left hip pocket shall have a centered tab made of basic cloth inserted into the top welt with bartacks at the top and bottom of the tab to form an opening for a button.  A button shall be located below the bottom welt corresponding in location with the tab, which shall be interlined with non-woven for added durability. There shall be a dart centered above each hip pocket to waistband. Dart shall be approximately 2-3/4” long centered above each hip pocket.  Dart shall be installed with automatic equipment for a clean non-puckered finish.


SET IN CARGO POCKETS:
There shall be set in cargo pockets on each leg positioned approximately 2-1/2” from the bottom of the ¼ top pocket and centered over side seam.  Opening shall be 6-1/2” with welt opening that must be topstitched.  Pocket depth to be 7-3/4”.  Right pocket shall have a cell phone compartment that is approximately 3-1/2” deep by 3” wide.  It shall be positioned approximately 3-1/2” down from pocket opening on back side of pocket bag at front.  Pockets shall have zipper closure with YKK No. 25 nylon zipper.


INSEAM LENGTH
Shall be 10” with a 2” hem.


CREASES:
The leg creases, front and back will have a silicone bead put in by using the Lintrak  (no substitutes) process.


STITCHING, PRESSING


& FINISHING:
Short must be stitched with matching thread. Short must be neatly pressed on Hothead Presses and properly shaped.  Outseams and inseams are edge serged on automatic equipment for uniformity of quality and shall be pressed open for a smooth pucker-free finish with repeated cleaning and pressing.  Short must be cleaned and finished to eliminate loose threads.


LABELS:
Short must have a permanent label providing care instructions and small woven label indicating waist size.  A removable paper ticket showing the size, fabric content, cut number, and WPL or RN number must be on the outside of the waistband.  Ticket to be matchbook style installed with plastic staples for easy removal without damaging Short material and showing size when Shorts are stacked.

STYLE:
Shorts shall be manufactured from an up-to-date women’s uniform pattern.  The styling shall be T-1 with Freedom Flex Waistband: plain front, two (2) quarter top front pockets, and two (2) cut-in cargo pockets.  


LINING MATERIAL:
The pocketing and fly lining material shall be 70% Polyester / 30% Cotton, 2.9 oz. per square yard (60" width) with a minimum 78 x 48 count.  Pocketing must have a durable press finish and the color of the pocketing must be black.  


WAISTBAND CURTAIN:
The waistband shall be constructed using the "closed method" and shall measure a minimum of 1-7/8" wide when finished.  The waistband curtain shall finish a minimum 2-1/4” wide and is to be made of the same fabric and color as the pocketing material and must be attached to the top of the Short with a zigzag stitch. The back center seam of the Short to be finished to allow for alterations (with ample basic fabric and waistband curtain material to allow Short size to be increased at least one size).  The outlet in the seat is to be in proportion to waist outlet so seat may also be let out.  Seat seam must be sewn with a tandem needle machine (double-needle stitch) for maximum strength.


FREEDOM-FLEX


WAISTBAND FEATURE
The waistband curtain shall incorporate a telescopic extension that expands and contracts with 2-inch stretch at each side of the Short waist.  The front side of the underlying shall have a 3-1/4” long by 1-1/2” wide band of elastic inserted in between the curtain and Short waistband.  This elastic shall be sewn to the outside of the waistband curtain at the front overlying extension split.  The other side shall be securely stitched 3” back from the edge of the underlying side of the back extension split.  This stitching shall be securely sewn through the waistband curtain so it is not visible on the outside of the waistband.



There shall also be a 4” long by 1-1/2” wide two ply fabric band sewn into the overlying edge of the extension split.  The other end of the fabric band shall be securely sewn to a 4” long by 1-1/2” wide elastic band.  This elastic shall be sewn to the underling side of the waistband curtain so that it is not visible on the outside of the waistband.



Both sides of the elastic sandwiched in between the waistband curtain and waistband must move freely to allow for expansion.


BELT LOOPS:
There shall be a minimum of seven belt loops 3/4" in width of double thickness.  Each loop must have a non-woven interlining for added durability.  All loops (except back center) must be sewn into the top and bottom of the waistband ("dropped" belt loops that are tacked to the outside of the Short all around waist shall be cause for rejection).  The top of the belt loops (except back center) shall be sewn into the waistband curtain seam with a Rocap machine using a zigzag stitch. The bottom of the center back loop shall be tacked to the Short and the top of the loop tacked to the outside of the waistband to allow for easier waist alteration.


FLY:
Short shall have a brass metal zipper with memory lock brass slider secured by metal stopper at base. There shall be a French Fly tab closure on the inside of the right fly.  The tab shall be double ply made of the basic Short fabric (tabs made of pocketing material or a "grown on" French Fly will be cause for rejection). The right fly shall be lined with the same material and color as the pocketing.  The fly lining shall be sewn to the left fly continuing below the zipper into the crotch area in a neat and durable manner.  A button shall be located on the left fly corresponding with the French Fly tab to provide a clean and comfortable closure.  Topstitching of fly to be installed with automatic “J” stitch equipment eliminating puckering and providing a clean finish.  There shall be a firm straight bartack at the bottom of the fly going through the zipper tape for maximum strength.  Bartack shall line up with starting point of “J” stitch.  Crotch shall have front and back two ply lining of pocketing material. 


SEAT:
Seat must be sewn with a Tandem Needle Machine (double-needle stitch) for maximum durability.


POCKETS:
The two (2) front pockets will be quarter top style with a minimum opening of 6" and a minimum depth of 5-3/4" measured from the bottom of the opening.  Bottom to have Wear Tuff coating extending 3” up from pocket bottom. Front pockets to have a triangular bartack at the bottom of the pocket openings.  Pockets shall be constructed using the stitch, turn, and topstitch method.  Front pocket facing and barrier to be made of the basic Short fabric. Facing shall be a minimum of 1-1/4” and barrier shall measure a minimum of 2-1/2" (measured to the inside edge of pocket lining).

POCKETING:
The pocketing shall be 70% Polyester / 30% Cotton, 2.9 oz. per square yard (60" width) with a minimum 78 X 64 count.  Pocketing must have a durable press finish and the color of the pocketing must be black.


POCKET DESIGN:
The two side pockets will have a minimum opening of 6 1/4" and a minimum depth of 5 3/4" measured from the bottom of the pocket opening.  Side pockets shall have firm straight bartacks at top and bottom of pocket openings (use of triangle bartacks will be cause for rejection).  Pockets shall be constructed using the stitch, turn, and topstitch method.  Pocket facings shall be made of the basic fabric and measure a minimum of 1 1/2" from the bottom of the pocket opening.



The two hip pockets shall have a minimum opening of 6 1/4" and a minimum depth of 5 3/4" measured from the bottom of the pocket opening.  Hip pockets shall be constructed using the double welt method on a REECE PW machine and the  welts shall be finished in such a manner that there is no topstitching (topstitched hip pocket welts shall be cause for rejection).  The corners of the hip pockets shall have firm straight bartacks for reinforcing strength. Use of triangle bartacks will be cause for rejection.  The left hip pocket shall have a centered tab made of basic cloth inserted into the  top welt with bartacks at the top and bottom of the tab to form an opening  for a button.  A button shall be located below the bottom of welt corresponding in location with the tab.



The watch pocket shall be located on the right front 3" below the waistband.  This pocket shall have a minimum opening and depth of 2 3/4". The front of the pocket shall be made of pocketing fabric and the back of the pocket shall be made of basic fabric and the two pieces are securely stitched together.  Each corner of the pocket opening shall have firm straight bartacks.



There shall be club pockets located 3 1/4" (plus or minus 1/4") below each hip pocket.  The club pockets shall be 1 1/4" (plus or minus 1/4") from the sideseam with a minimum opening of 3 1/4" and a minimum depth of 8 1/4".  Pocketing material to be the same as side and hip pockets. Club pockets shall be constructed using the double welt method on a REECE PW machine and finished in such a manner that there is no topstitching (topstitched club pockets shall be cause for rejection).  The corners of the club pockets shall have firm straight bartacks for reinforcing strength.


WAISTBAND:
The waistband shall be constructed using the "closed method" and shall measure 2" wide when finished.  The waistband curtain is to be made of the same fabric and color as the pocketing material and must be attached to the trouser with a zig-zag stitch.  The waistband must contain BAN-ROL to prevent roll over and have three strand snugtex to keep shirts tucked in.  The waistband closure shall be accomplished with a crushproof hook and eye.  The hook and eye shall be reinforced with stays made of non-woven fabric that are anchored by the topstitching for the fly facing and curtain.  This topstitching must be to the top of the waistband.  The waistband shall be set on and closed using a lockstitch (use of a chainstitch is unacceptable) to stitch in the band seam through the outer fabric and the waistband curtain. The waistband bust be topstitched 1/16" below the waistband seam for added strength.

The pocketing shall be 70% Polyester / 30% Cotton, 2.9 oz. per square yard (60" width) with a minimum 78 X 64 count. Pocketing must have a durable press finish and the color of the pocketing must be black.


POCKET DESIGN:
The two front pockets will be quarter top style with an opening of 5 1/2" and a depth of 5 1/4" measured from the bottom of the opening.  Front pockets to have straight bartacks (use of triangle bartacks will be cause for rejection) at the top and bottom of pocket openings.  Pockets shall be constructed using the stitch, turn, and topstitch method.  Pocket facings shall be made of the basic fabric and shall measure a minimum of 2" in width.



The two hip pockets shall have a 5" wide opening and a 6" depth measured from the bottom of the pocket opening.  Hip pockets shall be constructed using the double welt method on a REECE PW Machine and the welts shall be finished in such a manner that there is no topstitching  (topstitched hip pockets shall be cause for rejection).  The corners of the hip pocket openings shall have firm straight bartacks for reinforcing strength (triangle bartacks are unacceptable).  The left hip pocket shall have a centered tab made of basic cloth inserted into the top welt with bartacks at the top and bottom of the tab to form an opening for a button.  A button shall be located below the bottom welt corresponding in location with the tab.



There shall be club pockets located 3" below each hip pocket.  The club pockets shall be 3/4" (plus or minus 1/4") from the side seam with a minimum opening of 3-1/2" and a minimum depth of 8".  Pocketing material to be the same as side and hip pockets. Club pockets shall be constructed using the double welt method on a REECE PW machine and finished in such a manner that there is no topstitching.


WAISTBAND:
The waistband shall be constructed using the "closed method" and shall measure 2" wide when finished.  The waistband curtain is to be made of the same fabric and color as the pocketing material and must be attached to the trouser with a zig-zag stitch.  The waistband must contain BAN-ROL to prevent roll over and have three strand snugtex to keep shirts tucked in.  The waistband closure shall be accomplished with a crushproof hook and eye.  The hook and eye shall be reinforced with stays made of non-woven fabric that are anchored by the topstitching for the fly facing and curtain.  This topstitching must be to the top of the waistband.  The waistband shall be set on and closed using a lockstitch (use of a chainstitch is unacceptable) to stitch in the band seam through the outer fabric and the waistband curtain.  The waistband must be topstitched 1/16" below the waistband seam for added strength. Waistband to incorporate elasticized system in rear to ensure comfort and proper fit.


FLY:
Trouser shall have a metal memory lock zipper.  There shall be a French Fly tab closure on the inside of the right fly.  The tab shall be double ply made of the basic cloth (tabs made of pocketing material or a "grown on" French Fly will be cause for rejection).  The right fly shall be lined with the same fabric as the waistband curtain and pocketing.  The fly lining shall be sewn to the left fly below the zipper in a neat and durable manner.  A button shall be located on the left fly corresponding with the French Fly tab to provide a clean and comfortable closure.  There shall be a firm straight bartack at the bottom of the fly going through the zipper tape.


BELT LOOPS:
There shall be a minimum of five belt loops, of which are to be Keystone style.  Keystone loops shall measure 1 3/4" in width at the top and 1 1/4" at the bottom.  The center back loop shall be a 3/4" wide straight loop.  The Keystone loops shall be sewn into the bottom of the waistband and the top of the loops shall be caught into the waistband curtain seam with a Rocap machine.  The bottom of the center back loop shall be tacked to the trouser and the top of the loop tacked to the outside of the waistband.


SEAT:
Seat outlet to measure a minimum of 2 3/4" to allow for alterations.  Seat must be sewn with a Tandem Needle Machine.


PRESSING & FINISHING:
Trouser must be neatly pressed on hothead presses and properly shaped.  Outseams and inseams must be pressed open. Trouser must be cleaned and finished in such a manner that there are no loose threads.


LABELS:
Slacks must have a care label permanently affixed that also indicates the size.  A paper ticket showing the size, fabric content, cut number, and WPL number must be on the outside of the waistband.  Each size ticket must state both the size designation and the actual waist measurement and hip measurement.

FRONT:

The shirt will have 7 buttons and buttonholes on the front; spacing between each will be 3-¾" except the spacing between the neck button and the first button on the front, which will be approximately 3-1/4".  Top center placket to have woven interlining of #250 Dacron. Non-woven interlining unacceptable and shall be cause for rejection.  The fronts shall be joined to the yoke so that both raw edges of the yoke are turned under, with the front sandwiched between, and then all three are stitched down with a 1/16" raised stitch.  Safety stitch joining unacceptable. 


SHOULDER STRAPS: 
Shoulder straps to be two-piece pointed, 1/8" topstitched and to be set on yoke with leading topstitch conforming with front joining seam.  To measure 2" at sleeve tapering to 1-3/8" and set not more than 1/2" from collar set seam.  Cross-stitched approximately 2" from sleeve seam. Shoulder strap to have functional buttonhole to attach to sewn button on shoulder of shirt.  Edge stitched shoulder strap construction unacceptable.


BADGE REINFORCEMENT: 
Two-ply sling 1” wide centered over left pocket and stitched to shoulder seam and flap setting stitch.  It shall have 2 (two) buttonhole eyelets 1-1/4” from top of pocket flap spaced 1-1/4” apart and centered on sling.


POCKETS:

Sleeves are to be straight and whole and to have a ¾” hem and to finish at a minimum of 8 ½” long from shoulder seam.

BASIS STYLING:

Waist length, single breasted, Gore-Tex LTD breathable

Waterproof lining, removable Thinsulate body sleeve liner, and front zipper storm front closure.  Other features include a bi-swing back, raglan sleeves, sleeve zippers, pocket flaps, inverted pleated patch pockets with hand warmer openings, collar, knit wind collar, should straps, badge tab, and zippered side vents with tab.


REMOVABLE LINER:
There shall be a zip-out insulated liner that incorporates CDS-
200 Thinsulate® Thermal Insulation in the body portion of the liner and CDS-100 Thinsulate Thermal Insulation in the sleeves.  The insulation shall be quilted to black 86 pick nylon the face side of the liner and nylon tricot on the backing.  There shall be black knit inserts placed under the arm of the liner sleeves approximately 9” in length and 3 ½” at widest center point for comfort and ease of movement. INSULATION:

BODY:
Body – 3M Thinsulate CDS 200 composed of 65% Polyolefin Microfibers and 35% Denier Polyester staple fibers (by weight). Shall weight approximately 200 grams/square meter quilted.



SLEEVES:


Sleeves – 3M Thinsulate CDS 100 composed of 65% 

Polyolefin microfibers and 35% 6 Denier Polyester staple fibers (by weight).  Shall weight approximately 100 grams/square meter.  The perimeter of the liner shall be bound with black nylon taffeta tape and the liner shall have a black vision zipper track to allow the liner to zip out of the jacket.

The liner sleeves will have a female snap by the sleeve seam no more than 1” from the end of the sleeve.  Attached to the jacket sleeve in a corresponding location will be a tab made of shell material with a male snap. INTERLINING:

POCKETS:

EPAULETS:

SIDE VENTS:
